ÂFelix became frightened 
Â em'-fob-os ghin' -om-ahee - emfobos - afraid, 

fearful, filled with fear, greatly alarmed ( fobosïphobia) 

Â ghin' -om-ahee - a prolongation and middle voice 
form of a primary verb ...  to cause to be (ñTo 
generateò), i.e. (reflexively) to become (come 
into being), to make intensive.
